July    Please be aware that for 2010-2011 school year the  2s Program and the 
Preschool Program will have a 4% increase.  The School Age Program will not 
increase for next year. Once you receive your contract, be sure that you return 
it by Fridy, August 13.  
Fall Transitions. •  If your child is transitioning to a new class this fall the 
teachers in the classroom in which your child will be moving will arrange with 
your child’s current teachers days and times for transition visits.  Children 
usually visit for at least two weeks prior to their fi nal move to their new 
classroom.  At the beginning of their visit, a teacher may accompany them 
and the stay is short.  As the two plus weeks progress, your child will stay for 
longer and longer periods of time by themselves (or with classmates who may 
also  transition).  There are many similarities in individual classroom programs 
due to the fact that the entire center follows the same curriculum and policies.  
However, there are some minor diff erences that the teachers will be happy 
to share.  Parents may contact preschool teacher during rest time with any 
questions.
